Three letters of recommendation. One must be from a teacher, principal, or guidance counselor.

Applicants who have completed their files by October 30", and who are selected for an interview, will
be notified of their interview date and time by letter after the October 30" deadline. Interviews are
conducted in Congressman Poliquin’s offices.
